inStructionS For uSe:
1. Loosen the rear most inboard lateral-link-to-crossmember fastener for the 

rear wheel being adjusted.

2. Use the adjusting tool #78090 to move the lateral link either in or out as 

needed to adjust toe to correct specification.

3. Torque the lateral-link-to-crossmember fastener to manufacturer’s  

specification.

4. Check alignment readings and test drive the vehicle.
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
