Stages & Procedures :

. Make sure before you begin any type of installation that vou check to see that all parts are accounted far by referencing the parts list.
Thoroughly read instruction manual before beginning installation.

2. To perform a proper installation you will have to raise the vehicle using a jack; or a lift. If you end up using floor jacks vou will need to
find a selid level surface like concrete or asphalt to carry out this installation.

3. Raise the front of the vehicle as recommended by the manufacture and use jack stands to support the vehicle. Carefully using floor-
jacks, support the frant axle so it can be lowered and raised in accordance to the vehicle.

4, Once your vehicle has been raised detach the front wheels,

5. Toease the tension on the shocks vou will have to use floor jacks so you can raise the axle accordingly,

&, Disconnect shocks, brake hose bracket and sway bar end links on both sides of the vehicle. (Figure. 1)

7. Make sure to lower the front axle as much as possible to remowve springs. Itis recommended that you remove one spring ata time.
Note the orientation of the spring before it is removed. Then remaove the spring isolatar,

8. Toinstall the new isolator {U-60903) you will have to compress the spring, using a spring compressor, Once the new isclator is
installed reinstall the spring, (Figure. 2)

9, Repeat the previous two steps for the other side of the vehicle,

10.To install the new shocks raise the axle back up accordingly, Then reconnect the brake line bracket,
and the sway barend links, (Figure. 3)

11. Once have finished installing all the new hardware placed the wheels back on
to the manufacturer’s torque spec. Then lower the vehicie back to the
ground.
